The Office of Financial Resources (OFR) awards more than 25,000 acquisition and
assistance actions each year, obligating more than $12 billion in federal funds.

This allows public health funds to more quickly and effectively reach intended populations
to maximize public health outcomes.

In FY 2016, the Office of Acquisition Services (OAS) processed 14,137 contract actions. These contract
actions totaled $6.3 billion supporting public health programs and research around the world.
