ASPR 2022-2026 Strategic Plan Available Online  
The Administration for Strategic Preparedness and Response (ASPR) recently released its Strategic Plan for 
2022-2026, which outlines the direction of the organization, prioritizes agency actions, and facilitates 
coordination and collaboration with partners. The development and implementation of the strategic plan 
reflects ASPR's continuing commitment to strengthen the country’s ability to prepare, respond and recover 
quickly from multiple health threats.  
 

 
 
Center for Preparedness and Response Transitions to Office of Readiness and Response 
Effective Tuesday, February 21, CDC’s Center for Preparedness and Response will become the Office of 
Readiness and Response (ORR). CDC Director and ATSDR Administrator Rochelle P. Walensky, MD, 
MPH, announced the name change in January as part of the CDC Moving Forward initiative. In announcing 
the change, the CDC director said the ORR will report into the Immediate Office of the CDC Director and will 
serve as a centralized office that promotes accountability and excellence for all the agency’s readiness and 
response efforts. CDC’s Center for Forecasting and Outbreak Analytics will report to the ORR director, Henry 
Walke, MD, MPH.  
 
CDC Study Finds U.S. Teen Girls Experiencing Increased Sadness and Violence 
According to new CDC data, nearly three in five (57%) U.S. 
teen girls felt persistently sad or hopeless in 2021— double 
that of boys, representing a nearly 60% increase and the 
highest level reported over the past decade. 
 
While all teens reported increasing mental health challenges, 
experiences of violence, and suicidal thoughts and behaviors, 
girls fared worse than boys across nearly all measures. The 
new report also confirms ongoing and extreme distress among
